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The Shakespeare Schools Festi-
val will be held from Monday
to Thursday July 28 to 31 at

the Artscape Theatre, and from
Tuesday to Thursday August 26 to
28; and Tuesday to Thursday Sep-
tember 2 to 4 at the Somerset Play-
house, Somerset West.

The festival is in its fourth consec-
utive season and has reached over
500 pupils and teachers in the West-
ern Cape, Gauteng and Kwa-Zulu
Natal. 

“We recently held cast workshops
at Artscape theatre where participat-
ing schools came in for a two-hour
workshop that is aimed at allowing
participants to meet each other,
engage in general drama activities
and some specific exercises that are
examples of rehearsal moments that
they can use at their own spaces”,
says festival director Kseniya Fili-
nova-Bruton. “These workshops will
be leading up to the actual festival.”

The festival will give students an
opportunity to create and present

an original drama on a professional
stage while also learning the disci-
pline to being a performer. 

It was established in the United
Kingdom as additional education
programme, aimed at improving
language and social skills through
the performing arts. 

Each year, the festival encourages
schools to perform 30-minute ver-
sions of Shakespearean plays.
